BIS Seized Fake ISI Marked Steel Product

The Bureau of Indian Standards operates the Certification Marks Scheme under the provisions of
the Bureau of Indian Standards Act, 1986 for the use of Standard Mark on various products. As such
about 110 products, like, LPG cylinders, LPG valves, LPG regulators, various milk products, electric
cables, Packaged Drinking Water, Steel products, cement, etc comes under the mandatory certification
scheme to ensure health and safety of the consumers. These products covered under Quality Control
Orders cannot be manufactured or sold in India without obtaining BIS license to use ISI mark.

With the increase in the popularity of the ISI Standard Mark, the instances of misuse are also
observed. Based on such feedback, Bureau officials conducted enforcement raid on Thursday,
02-February-2017 at the premises of M/s. Ujjawal Ispat Pvt Ltd, C-8, MIDC Hingna road, Nagpur.
During the raid it was found out that Firm, M/s Ujjawal Ispat Pvt Ltd, located at C-8, MIDC Hingna
road, Nagpur is not having BIS license for any steel product but has used ISI mark on Steel TMT bars.

- Firm M/s Ujjawal Ispat Pvt Ltd is having machinery to manufacture fake ISI marked Steel TMT
bars which can lead to safety problems like collapse of walls and buildings. In the factory ISI
marked Steel TMT bars having Brand Name “PRAKASH 500” was seized, as such material
was in violation of provisions of Bureau of Indian Standards Act 1986. Therefore, the stock of
such steel TMT bars having misleading ISI Mark claim was seized from the above factory so as to take
further appropriate action including further investigation in the matter. There is a provision in BIS Act
1986 that a fine of Rs. 50,000/- or imprisonment of one year or both can be imposed on the Firm if found

guilty by Honorable Court.

Also it is important to note that BIS has very strict guidelines for Steel TMT bars, which also
includes Manufacturer should have a lab for chemical and mechanical testing requirements, so that
consumer gets quality product as per Standards. :

It has been observed many times that fake ISI marked products are manufactured and sold to
.,common consumers for huge profits, it is therefore suggested that people should ascertain the products’
genuineness of ISI Mark before purchase by visiting BIS website www.bis.gov.in
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
