BIS Raids Spuriously ISI marked Switches

A team of Officials from Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS), Mumbai conducted an
Enforcement Search and Seizure operation at Vasai Road on 21 December 2017 to check
the misuse of ISI Mark on Domestic Switches. During the raid at the premise of M/s
MAHAVIR ENTERPRISE, GALA F 20, I FLOOR, TOP CLASS ENCLAVE,
BHOIDAPADA, VASAI EAST, PALGHAR Dt, MAHARASHTRA - 401208, they were
found misusing the BIS Certification Mark (ISI Mark) without a valid licence from BIS on
DOMESTIC SWITCHS with various brand names “PLEASUREON”, “AMRYTE”, and
“MILLITEC” manufactured by them. About 16000 numbers of Switches and packing
materials were seized.

The misuse of BIS Standard Mark is punishable with imprisonment upto two years or a
fine of minimum Rs 2,00,000 or both as per BIS Act 2016. Action is being initiated to file a
case in the court of low for the offence.

It has been observed many times that fake ISI marked products are manufactured and sold
to common consumers for huge profit. Therefore, people should ascertain the genuineness
of ISI Mark on the product before purchase by visiting BIS website http:/www.bis.gov.in.

General public are requested that in case they come across any instance of misuse of ISI
