BIS Raids Jeweller supplying hallmarked Jewellery without BIS licence at
Bahadurgarh

Based on the information received. officers of Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS), Faridabad
Branch Office conducted a raid on 08 June 2016 with the help of Haryana Police from Bahadurgarh
City Police Station, Bahadurgarh, District Thajjar at the premises of jewellery outlet. M/s Komal
lewellers located at 6/15. Main Bazar. Bahadurgarh, Distt. Jhajjar, Haryana as directed by Head,
Shri Sunil Kumar of the Faridabad Branch Office of BIS. The jeweller was found misusing BIS
hallmark on Gold Jewellery and supplying in the open market. The name of the owner of Jewellery
outlet is Shri Ashok Chhikara . The above raid was conducted by a team consisting of Shri P.K.
Gupta, Scientist C & Team Leader, Shri Amarjit Singh, Scientist C. Smt. Neha Yadav. Scientist ¢
and Shri Mohit Janoiya, Scientist B alongwith the officers of Haryana police from Bahadurgarh City
Police Station, Bahadurgarh, Distr. Thajjar, Haryana.

During the raid, large number of hallmarked Jjewellery was found available and being sold in
the open market by M/s Komal Jewellers, Bahadurgarh by using BIS hallmark Logo. The jeweller
was selling hallmarked Jewellery without hallmark licence from BIS which is illegal. At the time of
raid. number of sets of hallmarked kangna and rings have been found available at the Jjewellery
outlet. The hallmarked Jjewellery has been seized by the team. The action s being initiated againsi
the owner of M/s Komal Jewellers, Main Bazar. Bahadurgarh under BIS Act, 1986. The penalty for
this type of offence is one year imprisonment or Rs. 30,000/~ or hoth,

It is informed by the BIS spokesperson that the action shall be taken against the jewellers
who are using BIS hallmark on the jewellery without BIS hallmark licence, Other jewellers who are
selling and storing the Jewellery with duplicate hallmark without BIS licence shall also be raided. It
is appealed to the general public to give information regarding any misuse of hallmark if noticed at
the following address:
