TENDER REQUIREMENTS

Eligibility Criteria for Tendering.

1

The bidder may be a proprietary firm, partnership firm, Limited Company, Corporate body legally
constituted, who possess the required licenses, registrations etc as per law valid at least for 12 months
from the date of the opening of tender.

The Courier Service Provider Agencies shall have branches and network all over India for dispatch of
samples.

The Bidder shall have experience of providing Courier Services for last 03 years ending 31st March
2019.

Financial Turnover during the last 3 years, ending 31st March 2019 should be at least Rs. 8 Lakhs per
year. Documentary evidence to be provided duly attested by the Agency.

The bidder should not be involved in any major litigation that may have an impact of affecting or
compromising the delivery of services as required under this tender. An undertaking in this regard
may please be submitted.

Proprietorship/Firm/Partner or the Company shall not involve in any cognizable offence / criminal
cases/ court cases.

The bidders shall have the following Registrations and details of the same be provided in the
Technical Bid.

a. Registration with the various statutory bodies as necessary for carrying out the business.

b. GST Registration

c. PAN No.

Earnest Money/Bid Security

8.1 The Bidder shall deposit with the Bureau a sum Rs 10000.00, as an interest free Earnest
Money Deposit (EMD). The Earnest Money shall be deposited in the form of Demand
Draft/Pay Order in favour of Bureau of Indian Standards, payable at Faridabad.

8.2 The failure or omission to deposit the Earnest Money shall disqualify the Bid and the Bureau
shall exclude from its consideration such disqualified Bid(s).

Performance Security
9.1 To ensure due performance of the contract, an interest-free Performance Security of Rs

20,000.00 (Rupees Twenty Thousand only) shall have to be deposited by the contractor in the form
of an Account Payee Demand Draft in favour of ‘Bureau of Indian Standards’ payable at Faridabad.
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9.2 Performance Security will remain valid for a period of sixty days beyond the date of
completion of all contractual obligations of the contractor.

9.3 If the successful bidder does not pay the Performance Security in the prescribed time limit or
fails to sign the Agreement Bond, Earnest Money deposit of the successful bidder will be forfeited by
the Bureau.

94 The Earnest Money of unsuccessful bidders shall be refunded after the successful bidder
furnishes the required Performance Security to the Bureau and signs the contract or within thirty days
of the expiry of validity period of Bids, whichever is earlier.

B Information relating to submission of Bids

1. Tenders are invited for providing Courier Services as mentioned in this document in the office of BIS
located at Faridabad from the agencies that fulfill the Eligibility Criteria as mentioned above.

2.The interested agencies are required to submit the Technical Bid and Financial bid . The bids in online
Cover-“Technical Bid” and “Financial Bid” Tender for Courier Services”.

3.The bids shall reach latest by 1400 hrs on 04.07.2019. The late bids (i.e. bids received after the specified
date and time) shall not be considered. BIS shall not be responsible for the late receipt of bid in any manner.

4 A copy of the Tender Document (Tender Requirements) shall be signed on each page and submitted with
the technical bid as a token of acceptance of terms and conditions. In case the Authorized signatory signs the
tender document, a copy of the power of attorney/authorization should be enclosed along with tender.

5.To assist in the analysis evaluation and computation of the bids, the BIS may ask bidders individually for
clarification of their bids. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing but no change in
the price or substance of the bid offered shall be permitted.

6.Contract would be awarded to the lowest evaluated bidder whose bid has been found to be responsive and
who is found eligible and qualified as per tender document. In case two or more agencies are found to have
guoted the same rates, the Competent Authority of BIS shall decide about the Bidder to which the offer shall
be granted based on the report on the past performance of the firm, and length of experience etc. The decision
of the Competent Authority of BIS shall be final.

7.The rate quoted should be with applicable tax, if any, which should be shown separately. There should not
be any upward revision of rate other than the statutory tax during the period of contract for which bidder shall
produce documentary evidence.

8.BIS reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids without assigning any reasons. BIS also reserves the
right to reject any bid which in its opinion is non- responsive or violating any of the conditions/specifications
without any liability to any loss whatsoever it may cause to the bidder in the process.

9 Financial bids of only those agencies will be opened who qualify in the Technical bids. The information of
the same will be given to firms through phone/email on later date.

10 The tender document is not transferable under any circumstances.
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11 Any changes/Corrigendum with respect to this tender shall be notified through website. (Tender Section in
www.bis.org.in/'www.eprocure.gov.in). All bidders are advised to please check BIS websites regularly for any
latest amendment/corrigendum.

C Scope of work

1 General.

The agency shall provide Courier Services of our Documents / Packages to various destinations in India and
also packing services of our samples/ materials for sending to different BIS Laboratories and other
laboratories located in various parts of the country. The samples/materials shall be packed and picked up from

our office premises and other destinations as and when required by BIS, Faridabad.

General Terms & Conditions:

The period of contract under the scope of work shall be valid for one year which may be extended by
two years, one year at a time, if the services are found to be satisfactory on the same terms and
conditions and at the discretion of Authority of the Head, BIS, Faridabad.

It shall be the responsibility of the courier agency to promptly respond to BIS calls, Non-tampering of
samples and documentation and ensure safe delivery of the documents/Packages to the destination
without any damage.

The material to be used and norms of packing of samples will be advised by BIS from time to time for
different products.

The Service provider should attend the call of the Officers and pick up the samples in & around
Faridabad.

Challan’s of consignment should specify with minimum details as follows:
a) Consignment No. & date

b) Nature of packing & Weight.

C) Consignor and Consignee with stamp & Signature.

d) Mode of Dispatch

e) Any other details.

Proof of Delivery (POD) of the samples should be given to BIS. POD should invariably contain the
consignee stamp & signature. Please mention whether any other proof of delivery other than POD is
available (with supporting document). One copy of POD/Booking to be enclosed with the bill.

Facilities to track the courier through website should be available.

The Agency shall maintain a register/ document for the samples collected and packed in our office
premises.

Staff deployed is trained in packing and lifting goods and they are of good conduct and physically fit
for the work. BIS will not provide any personnel for the same activities.

Obtain necessary license, permit, consent, sanction, etc., as may be required or called for from/ by
local or any other authority for doing such work. The Agency shall comply at its own cost with all
applicable laws, rules and regulations in force from time to time of State or local Govt. as applicable
to him or to this contract without any liability and responsibility to BIS, Faridabad whatsoever it may
be.

To bear all taxes, rates, levies or claims, whatsoever, as may be imposed by the State, Central
government or any local body or Authority. To furnish such proof of payment of compliance or the
obligations including registration certificates, receipts, licenses, clearance certificates, etc as may be
required by the BIS, Faridabad from time to time.

Responsible for compliance to the provisions of various labour and industrial laws relating to the
personnel deployed by Courier Agency for the purpose at premises of BIS Faridabad or for any
accident caused to them and the BIS Faridabad shall not be liable to bear any expense in this regard.

In case of any changes of constitution of the Agency, the rights of BIS, Faridabad should not suffer.

All personnel engaged by Agency shall not disclose the identification of the sample details to anyone.
In case the same is proved the stringent action shall be taken against the Agency.

A local representative of Agency shall be In-charge of the entire contract and shall be responsible for
the efficient rendering of the services under the contract. While working at the premises of BIS
Faridabad they shall work under directives and guidance of BIS, Faridabad and will be answerable to
BIS Faridabad. This will, however, not diminish in any way, the Agency’s responsibility under
contract to the BIS, Faridabad. A senior level representative of the Agency shall visit BIS Faridabad
premises at least once in a month and review the service performance of its personnel. During the
visit, Agency’s representative will also meet the BIS Faridabad officer dealing with services
under the contract for mutual feedback regarding the work performed by his personnel and removal of
deficiencies, if any, observed in their working. The day to day functioning of the services shall be
carried out in consultation with and under direction of BIS, Faridabad.

The Agency shall not discontinue the service if so desired by the BIS Faridabad at any time without
assigning any reason whatsoever.

The personnel deployed by it are disciplined and do not participate in any activity prejudicial to the
interest of the BIS Faridabad / Govt. of India/ any State/or any Union Territory.

Good standard of services shall be maintained as indicated.

The Agency shall ensure that all personnel deployed for packing and lifting the materials/ samples is
fully loyal-to and assist the BIS Faridabad during normal periods as well as during strike and other
emergencies for the protection of personnel and property both moveable and immoveable to the entire
satisfaction of the BIS Faridabad.

The Agency shall raise the bill on monthly basis. The BIS Faridabad shall pay the bill as per the
approved rates.

Before submission of the bill, the Agency shall ensure that the materials/ samples are properly
delivered in good conditions and POD enclosed. No request for making advance payment on any
ground shall be entertained.

The Income tax as applicable shall be deducted from the bill unless exempted by the Income Tax
Department.

During the course of the contract period, the Agency shall deposit GST at prevailing rates as per GOI
norms.

The decision of BIS Faridabad in regard to interpretation of the Terms & Conditions and the
Agreement shall be final and binding on the Agency. An agreement shall be signed with the
successful agency as per specimen enclosed.

The BIS, Faridabad shall be the sole authority to decide and judge the quality of the service rendered
by the Agency and all other matters and his decision shall be final and binding.
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K Penalty: To impose penalty on the agency or deduct such amount from its security deposit/pending
bills in case of default by the Agency or breach in performance or if the BIS is put to any financial
loss directly or indiredtly by any act of commission or mission on the pat of the agency or its
employees.

Bidders are required to enroll on the e-Procurement module of the Central Public
Procurement Portal (URL: https://eprocure.gov.in/eprocure/app) by clicking on the link
“Online bidder Enrollment” on the CPP Portal which is free of charge.

As part of the enrolment process, the bidders will be required to choose a unique username
and assign a password for their accounts.

Bidders are advised to register their valid email address and mobile humbers as part of the
registration process. These would be used for any communication from the CPP Portal.

Upon enrolment, the bidders will be required to register their valid Digital Signature
Certificate (Class Il or Class Ill Certificates with signing key usage) issued by any
Certifying Authority recognized by CCA India (e.g. Sify / nCode / eMudhra etc.), with
their profile.

Only one valid DSC should be registered by a bidder. Please note that the bidders are
responsible to ensure that they do not lend their DSC’s to others which may lead to misuse.

Bidder then logs in to the site through the secured log-in by entering their user ID /
password and the password of the DSC / e-Token.

Bidder should take into account any corrigendum published on the tender document before
submitting their bids.

Please go through the tender advertisement and the tender document carefully to
understand the documents required to be submitted as part of the bid. Please note the
number of covers in which the bid documents have to be submitted, the number of
documents - including the names and content of each of the document that need to be
submitted. Any deviations from these may lead to rejection of the bid.

Bidder, in advance, should get ready the bid documents to be submitted as indicated in the
tender document / Annexure and generally, they can be in PDF / XLS / RAR / DWF/JPG
formats. Bid documents may be scanned with 100 dpi with black and white option which
helps in reducing size of the scanned document.

To avoid the time and effort required in uploading the same set of standard documents
which are required to be submitted as a part of every bid, a provision of uploading such
standard documents (e.g. PAN card copy, annual reports, auditor certificates etc.) has been
provided to the bidders. Bidders can use “My Space” or “’Other Important Documents’’
area available to them to upload such documents. These documents may be directly
submitted from the “My Space” area while submitting a bid, and need not be uploaded
again and again.

Bidder should log into the site well in advance for bid submission so that they can upload
the bid in time i.e. on or before the bid submission time. Bidder will be responsible for any
delay due to other issues.

The bidder has to digitally sign and upload the required bid documents one by one as
indicated in the tender document.

Bidder has to select the payment option as “offline” to pay the tender fee / EMD as
applicable and enter details of the instrument.

Bidder should prepare the EMD as per the instructions specified in the tender
document. The original should be posted/couriered/given in person to the concerned
official, latest by the last date of bid submission or as specified in the tender
documents. The details of the DD/any other accepted instrument, physically sent,
should tally with the details available in the scanned copy and the data entered during
bid submission time. Otherwise the uploaded bid will be rejected.

Bidders are requested to note that they should necessarily submit their financial bids
in the format provided and no other format is acceptable. If the price bid has been
given as a standard BoQ format with the tender document, then the same is to be
downloaded and to be filled by all the bidders. Bidders are required to download the
BoQ file, open it, enable Macro in the excel sheet and complete the colored
(unprotected) cells with their respective financial quotes and other details (such as
name of the bidder). No other cells should be changed. Once the details have been
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completed, the bidder should save it and submit it online, without changing the
filename. If the BoQ file is found to be modified by the bidder, the bid will be rejected.

6) The server time (which is displayed on the bidders’ dashboard) will be considered as the
standard time for referencing the deadlines for submission of the bids by the bidders,
opening of bids etc. The bidders should follow this time during bid submission.

7) All the documents being submitted by the bidders would be encrypted using PKI
encryption techniques to ensure the secrecy of the data. The data entered cannot be viewed
by unauthorized persons until the time of bid opening. The confidentiality of the bids is
maintained using the secured Socket Layer 128 bit encryption technology. Data storage
encryption of sensitive fields is done. Any bid document that is uploaded to the server is
subjected to symmetric encryption using a system generated symmetric key. Further this
key is subjected to asymmetric encryption using buyers/bid openers public keys. Overall,
the uploaded tender documents become readable only after the tender opening by the
authorized bid openers.

7) The uploaded tender documents become readable only after the tender opening by the
authorized bid openers.

8) Upon the successful and timely submission of bids (i.e. after Clicking “Freeze Bid
Submission” in the portal), the portal will give a successful bid submission message & a
bid summary will be displayed with the bid no. and the date & time of submission of the
bid with all other relevant details.

9) The bid summary has to be printed and kept as an acknowledgement of the submission of

the bid. This acknowledgement may be used as an entry pass for any bid opening meetings.
