TENDER REQUIREMENTS

A. Eligibility Criteria for Tendering.
1. The bidder may be a proprietary firm, partnership firm, Limited Company, Corporate body legally constituted, who possess the required
licenses, registrations etc as per law valid at least for 12 months from the date of the opening of tender.

2. The Courier Service provider Agencies shall have branches and network all over India for dispatch of samples.
3. The Bidder shall have experience of providing Courier Services for last 03 years ending 31st March 2016.

Financial Turnover during the last 3 years, ending 31st March 2016 should be at least Rs. 10 Lac per year. Documentary evidence to be
provided duly attested by the Agency.

5. The bidder should not be involved in any major litigation that may have an impact of affecting or compromising the delivery of services as
required under this tender. An undertaking in this regard may please be submitted.
6.  Proprietor’ship/Firm/Partner or the Company shall not involve in any cognizable offence / criminal cases/ court cases.

7.  The bidders shall have the following Registrations and details of the same be provided in the Technical Bid.

a.  Registration with the various statutory bodies as necessary for carrying out the business.
b.  Service Tax Registration

B. Information relating to submission of Bids.

1.Tenders are invited for providing Courier Services as mentioned in this document in the office of BIS located at Coimbatore
from the agencies that fulfill the Eligibility Criteria as mentioned above.

2.The interested agencies are required to submit the technical Bid and financial bid separately.
The bids in Sealed Cover-I containing “Technical Bid” and Sealed Cover- Il containing “Financial Bid” should be placed
in a third sealed cover superscripted “Tender for Courier Services”.

3.The bids shall reach latest by 1600 hrs on 18-11-2016. The late bids (i.e. bids received after the specified date and time) shall
not be considered. BIS shall not be responsible for the late receipt of bid in any manner.

4.The owner of the firm or his Authorized Signatory shall sign all the pages of the tender. In case the Authorized signatory signs
the tenders, a copy of the power of attorney/authorization should be enclosed along with tender.

5.A copy of the terms and conditions shall be signed on each page and submitted with the technical bid as token of acceptance
of terms’and conditions.

6.To assist in the analysis evaluation and computation of the bids, the BIS may ask bidders individually for clarification of their
bids.

The
Competent Authority of BIS shall decide about the Bidder to which the offer shall be granted based on the report on the past
performance of the firm, and length of experience etc. The decision of the Competent Authority of BIS shall be final.

8.The rate quoted should be with applicable tax, if any which should be shown separately there should not be any upward
revision of rate other than the statutory tax during the period of contract for which bidder shall produce documentary evidence.

9.BIS reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids without assigning any reasons. BIS also reserves the right to reject any
bid which in its opinion is non- responsive or violating any of the conditions/specifications without any liability to any loss
whatsoever it may cause to the bidder in the process.

The Service provider should attend the call of the Officers and pick up the samples in &
around Coimbatore, Tamilnadu.

Chillan’s of consignment should specify with minimum details as follows :

c. Consignor and Consignee with stamp & Signature.

d.  Mode of Dispatch

e. Any other details.
Proof of Delivery (POD) of the samples should be given to BIS. POD should invariably
contain the consignee stamp & signature. Please mention whether any other proof of
delivery other than POD is available (with supporting document). Two copies
POD/Booking to be enclosed with the bill.

Facilities to track the courier through website should be available.

The Agency shall maintain a register/ document for the samples collected and packed in
our office premises.

Staff deployed is trained in packing and lifting goods and they are of good conduct and
physically fit for the work. BIS will not provide any personnel for the same activities.

Obtain necessary license, permit, consent, sanction, etc., as may be required or called for
from/ by local or any other authority for doing such work. The Agency shall comply at its
own cost with all applicable laws, rules and regulations in force from time to time of State
or local Govt. as applicable to him or to this contract without any liability and
responsibility to BIS Coimbatore whatsoever it may be.

To bear all taxes, rates charges, levies or claims, whatsoever, as may be imposed by the
State. Central Government or any local body or authority. To furnish such proof of
payment of compliance or the obligations including registration certificates, receipts
licenses, clearance certificates etc. as may be required by the BIS, Coimbatore from time
to time.

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15. A local representative of Agency shall be In-charge of the entire contract and shall be
responsible for the efficient rendering of the services under the contract. While working at
the premises of BIS Coimbatore, they shall work under directives and guidance of BIS
Coimbatore and will be answerable to BIS Coimbatore. This will, however, not diminish
in any way, the Agency’s responsibility under contract to the BIS, Coimbatore. A
senior level representative of the Agency shall visit BIS Coimbatore premises at
least once in a month and review the service performance of its personnel. During the visit,
Agency’s representative will also meet the BIS Coimbatore officer dealing with
services under the contract for mutual feedback regarding the work performed by his
personnel and removal of deficiencies, if any, observed in their working. The day to day
functioning of the services shall be carried out in consultation with and under direction
of BIS, Coimbatore.
