17. Rights of the Bureau:

17.1 The Bureau reserves the right to suitably increase/reduce the scope of work put to this Bid.
The right to split up the supply of the Goods in two or more parts is reserved by the Bureau and
also the right to award contract to more than one agency is reserved. The Contractor will supply the
Goods at the places specified by the Authorized Officer of BIS.

17.2 In case of any ambiguity in the interpretation of any of the clauses in Tender Document or the
conditions of the Contract, interpretation of the clauses by the Bureau shall be final and binding on
all Parties.

18. Notice to form Part of Contract:
18.1 Tender Notice and these instructions shall form part of the Contract.

10. WARRANTY
