(j) Any act is done or event occurs with respect to the Contractor or its
assets, which, under any applicable law has substantially similar effect to
any of the foregoing acts or events;

(k) The Contractor (in case of a consortium) has modified the composition
of the consortium and/or the responsibility of each member of the
consortium without prior approval of the Bureau.

Termination by the Bureau
