a) From the time the bids are opened to the time the contract is awarded, the
agencies shall not contact the BIS on any matter related to its Technical and/ or
Financial bid.

The lowest evaluated Financial bid (Fm) will be given the maximum financial score of
100 points. The financial scores(F) of the other Financial bids will be computed as
per the formula for determining the financial scores given below:

F =100 x (Fm / Fb)

Fb =Evaluated amount of financial quote by the particular bidder.

1.10 NEGOTIATIONS:

Normally there shall be no post tender negotiations, it would be only on exceptional
circumstances, if considered necessary, shall be held only with the Agency who shall be
placed as H-1 bidder after combined evaluation of the Technical and Financial bids, as
indicated above.
