Annexure referred to in these conditions shall means the relevant annexure appended to
the Tender Document and the Contract.

Bureau shall mean Bureau of Indian Standards established under the Bureau of Indian
Standards Act, 1986.

Bid means the Contractor’s priced offer to the Bureau for providing Accounting Services
Contract.

Commencement Date means the date upon which the Contractor receives the notice to
commence the rendering of services at specified places.

Competent Authority shall mean any officer authorized by the Bureau to act on behalf of
the Bureau under this contract.

Contract shall mean and include the Tender Notice, instructions to bidders, terms and
conditions of contract, Letter of Acceptance, the Offer, the Agreement and mutually
accepted conditions in the authorized correspondence exchanged with the bidder by the
Bureau and any other document forming part of the contract.

Contract Amount shall mean the sum quoted by the Contractor in his bid and accepted by
the Bureau.

Contractor shall mean the individual or firm or company whether incorporated or not,
undertaking the Contract and shall include legal representatives of such individual or
persons composing such firm or unincorporated company or successors of such firm or
company as the case may be and permitted assigns of such individual or firm or company.

Head shall mean the Head of Bureau of Indian Standards, Rajkot, for the time being
holding that office and also his successor and shall include any officer authorized by him.

Government shall mean the Central Government.

Letter of Acceptance means the formal acceptance letter given by the Contractor.

Civil/Criminal remedies, terminate the Contract and hold the signatory and / or the firm
liable for all costs and damages for such termination.

Performance Security: To ensure due performance of the contract, an interest-free
deposit, as defined in Annexure —I shall be deposited by the contractor in the form of
either Demand Draft in favour of “Bureau of Indian Standards™ payable at “Rajkot” or by
NEFT.

Performance Security shall remain valid for a period of sixty days beyond the date of
completion of all contractual obligations of the contractor. The Performance Security shall
be returned to the Contractor by the Bureau after sixty days of completion.

The contract shall be extended for one year subject to the
satisfactory performance of the contractor and on mutual consent of both the parties with
the same terms & conditions and rate of the Contract.

Scope of work: The contractor shall provide Accounting Services as per the Scope of work
given in Annexure.

Payment Terms: The payment of bills of the contract will be made only through NEFT
and for the same bank details shall be provided for making payment. The payment will be
made after deduction of applicable taxes in accordance to Income Tax Act, 1961 as per the
Government notification from time to time.

Suspension of Contract: The Bureau shall be at liberty at any time to temporarily suspend
this Contract on giving 24 hours notice in writing to the Contractor for breach of any of the
terms and conditions of this Contract for insufficient service or misconduct of the
Contractor as to which the decision of the Bureau shall be final and the Contractor shall not
be entitled to any change or compensation by reason thereof.

Termination by the Bureau: It shall also be lawful for the Bureau to terminate the
Agreement at any time without assigning any reason and without being liable for loss or

Contractor one month notice in writing by the Bureau for such termination. Any such
termination shall be without prejudice to any other right of the Bureau under the Contract.

Contractor’s right to terminate: If the Contractor decides to terminate the Contract
before the end of contract period, the Contractor has to give an advance intimation of at
least 30 days. If the Contractor terminates the agreement without prior notice of 30 days,
then the entire security deposit will be forfeited.

Deployed person shall be a B.Com Graduate and also well conversant with tally software
and MS office in performing the accounting work. Copy of the qualification and experience
certificate of the deployed person shall be enclosed.

The contractor shall deploy qualified and experienced personnel in performing the job as
per the Bureau requirements and shall complete the assigned task within the stipulated time
as and when required.

The deployed persons shall maintain decent behaviour and shall strictly adhere the general
principle of code of conduct in the office.

The Bureau shall remove any of the deployed person from the assigned job, if it is found
that the assigned work are not being carried-out as per standards or not adhering the code
of conduct.

The contractor is sole responsible for disbursement of wages to the deployed personnel and
also liable for any benefits in respect of EPF, ESI and other statutory compliance of
Government Ordinance from time to time.

The contractor is sole responsible for any of the compensation to the deployed personnel
and also liable for other statutory compliance of Government Ordinance from time to time
in respect of any injury / accident that causes in office premise

Force Majeure Clause: If at any time during the continuance of this Contract, the
performance in whole or in part by either party of any obligation under this contract shall
be prevented or delayed by the reasons of any war, hostility, acts of the public enemy,
epidemics, civil commotion, sabotage, fires, floods, explosion, quarantine restrictions,
strikes, lockouts or act of God (hereinafter referred to as such acts) provided notice of
happening of such event is given by one party to the other within 21 days from the date of
occurrence thereof, neither party shall be by reasons of such event, be entitled to terminate
this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages against the other in respect
of such non-performance or the delay in performance, and deliveries under the contract
shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such event has come to an end or ceased to
exist, and the decision of the Head of Bureau of Indian Standards, Rajkot as to whether the
deliveries have been so resumed or not, shall be final and conclusive, PROVIDED
FURTHER that if the performance in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is
prevented or delayed by reason of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days, either
party may at its option terminate the contract provided also that the Bureau shall be at
liberty to take over from the Contractor at a price to be fixed by Director General, which
shall be final.

Corrupt practice means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of anything of value to

“Fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a
procurement process or a execution of a contract to the detriment of the Bureau, and
includes collusive practice among Bidders (prior to or after Bid submission) designed to
establish Contract Prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive the Bureau of
the benefits of the free and open competition.

The Bureau will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the Contractor has engaged
in corrupt or fraudulent practices before, during or after the period of contract; The Bureau
will hold the Contractor ineligible to be awarded a contract, either indefinitely or for a
period of 24 months from the date of declaring the contractor ineligible if it at any time
determines that the Contractor has engaged in corrupt and fraudulent practices in
competing for, or in executing the Contract.

Mode of serving Notice: Communications between Parties which are referred to in the
Contract are effective only when in writing.
