Notice inviting Bids

Sealed Bids, under two bid system (Technical bid and Financial bid), are
invited by the Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS), from eligible Doctors for
providing their services including consultation, providing emergency medical
services, minor surgical treatment, first-aid/dressing etc. to all BIS employees
from 1400 H to 1700 H on all working days (Monday to Friday) at BIS HQs,
New Delhi.

Issue of Tender Document

The blank Tender document will be available during the period indicated in
the Schedule-2, during the office hours.

The Tender document can also be downloaded from the website of the
Bureau (www.bis.org.in).

The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and
submission of its Bid. The Bureau shall, in no case, be responsible or liable for
these costs, regardless of the conduct or the outcome of the Bidding process.
Language of Bid/Contract: The language of the Bid shall be in English/Hindi
and all correspondence, etc. shall conform to the English/Hindi language
Validity of Bids

The Bid will be valid for 60 days from the date of its opening.

Earnest Money/ Bid Security

The Bidder shall deposit with the Bureau a sum indicated in the Schedule-2,
as an interest free Earnest Money Deposit (EMD). The Earnest Money shall be
deposited in the form of Demand Draft/Pay Order in favour of Bureau of
Indian Standards.

The failure or omission to deposit the Earnest Money shall disqualify the Bid
and the Bureau shall exclude from its consideration such disqualified Bid(s).
Bidder shall not revoke his Bid or vary its terms and conditions without the
consent of the Bureau during the validity period of the bid. If the bidder
revokes the bid or varies its terms or conditions, the Earnest Money
deposited by it, shall stand forfeited to the Bureau without prejudice to its
other rights and remedies and the Bidder shall be disentitled to submit a Bid
to the Bureau for such services during the next twenty-four (24) months
effective from the date of such revocation.

If the successful Bidder does not pay the Performance Security in the
prescribed time limit or fails to sign the agreement bond, its Earnest Money
Deposit will be forfeited by the Bureau.

The Earnest Money of unsuccessful Bidder shall be refunded after the
successful Bidder furnishes the required Performance Security to the Bureau
and signs the contract or within thirty (30) days of the expiry of validity
period of Bids, whichever is earlier.

Eligible Bidders

Only those Bidders, who fulfill the eligibility criteria as mentioned in the
Schedule-2, are eligible to submit their Bids for the services.
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Manner of Submission of Bid

The complete Bid will be received as indicated in the Schedule-1, by
depositing the same through the Bid Box or by post, which reaches the
specified place before the specified time. Post includes Speed Post,
Registered Post.

E-mail or fax offers will be rejected.

Last Date for Submission

Sealed Bids shall be received at the address specified in Schedule-2 not later
than the time and date specified in the Tender Notice. Bids received after
the specified date and time shall not be considered. Hence, such bids shall
be rejected and returned unopened to the Bidder.

In the event that the specified date for the submission of Bid offers is
declared a holiday, the offers will be received up to the appointed time on
the next working day.

Modification and Withdrawal of Offer

The Bidder may withdraw its offer after its submission, provided that written
notice of withdrawal is received by the Bureau prior to the closing date and
time prescribed for submission of offer.

Contents of Bid Document

Bids are invited in two-bid system (Technical bid and Financial bid). The
completed Bid shall be submitted in sealed envelopes super-scribing “Bid for
engagement of Doctor.”

The envelopes shall contain the following:

Envelope No.1 (Technical Bid): This should contain all technical details along
with the commercial terms and conditions such as:

Details with regard to name, qualifications, address for communication,
telephone number, e-mail etc. (Schedule-5);

The EMD in the form of demand draft;

Self Attested copy of the valid registration certificate;

Self Attested copy of Pan Card;

Attested copy of Certificate with regard to qualifications;

Self Attested copies of documents in support of Experience; and

List of all the documents enclosed.

Envelope No.2 (Financial Bid): This envelope shall contain the price for the
consultancy services to be provided at specified place as per Schedule-3, duly

filled in and signed by the Bidder at prescribed places of the Bid.

Other Important Points to be noted by the Bidder
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The Financial Bid should be written both in words and figures at appropriate
places. The rates to be quoted shall be inclusive of all Taxes, if any.

No alterations and additions anywhere in the Bid Document are permitted. If
any of these are found, the Bid may be summarily rejected. The Bidder
should get its doubts cleared during pre-bid conference only.

The Bidder shall submit the Bid which satisfies each and every condition laid
down in Schedule-1, failing which the Bid shall be liable to be rejected.
Conditional Bids will be rejected.

Opening of Bid

The Bid received before the time and date specified in Tender Notice, will be
opened as per the specified scheduled date and time in the office as
mentioned in the Schedule-2 (if possible), in the presence of Bidders or their
authorized representatives who choose to remain present on the opening
day, at the scheduled time.

Shortlisting of Bidders

The Bureau will short-list technically qualifying Bidders and Financial Bids of
only those Bidders, who qualify in technical bids, will be opened at a date and
time to be intimated.

Opening of Financial Bids

The Bureau shall open Envelope No. 2, on notified date, and the rates quoted
by the bidder in price schedule (Schedule-3) shall then be read out.

Acceptance of Bid

Acceptance of Bid shall be done by the Competent Authority of the Bureau.
The Bureau is not bound to accept the lowest or any Bid. The Bureau reserves
the right to reject any or all Bids received without assigning any reason
whatsoever. The acceptance of Bid will be communicated to the successful
Bidder in writing by the authorized officer of the Bureau.

Performance Security

To ensure due performance of the contract, an interest-free Performance
Security, for an amount as indicated in Schedule-2, will be obtained from the
successful bidder awarded the contract, irrespective of its registration status,
etc. Performance Security will be furnished in the form of an Account payee
Demand Draft in favour of ‘Bureau of Indian Standards’ payable at ‘New
Delhi’.

Execution of Contract Document

The successful Bidder after deposit of Performance Security, is required to
execute an Agreement as per Schedule-4 of the tender document in
duplicate on a stamp paper of Rs.100/-. The Agreement should be signed
within 7 days from the date of acceptance of the Bid. The Contract will be
governed by the Agreement, the Conditions of the Contract (CoC) and other
documents as specified in the CoC.
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It shall be incumbent on the successful Bidder to pay stamp duty, legal and
statutory charges for the Agreement, as applicable on the date of the
execution.

Rights of the Bureau

In case of any ambiguity in the interpretation of any of the clauses in Tender
Document or the conditions of the Contract, interpretation of the clauses by
the Bureau shall be final and binding on all Parties.

Notice to form Part of Contract

Tender Notice and these instructions shall form part of the Contract.

SCHEDULE — 1: CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT
Definitions

In this Contract, the following terms shall be interpreted as indicated:

‘Consultant’ shall mean the individual undertaking the Contract and shall
include legal representatives of such individual as the case may be and
permitted assigns of such individual.

‘Contract’ shall mean and include the Tender Notice, instructions to bidders,
terms and conditions of contract, Letter of Acceptance, the Offer, the
Agreement and mutually accepted conditions in the authorized
correspondence exchanged with the bidder by the Bureau and any other
document forming part of the contract.

‘Contract Amount’ shall mean the sum quoted by the Consultant in his bid
and accepted by the Bureau.

‘Competent Authority’ shall mean any officer authorized by the Bureau to
act on behalf of the Bureau under this contract.

‘Government’ shall mean the Central Government.

‘Bureau’ shall mean Bureau of Indian Standards established under the Bureau
of Indian Standards Act, 1986.

‘Director General’ shall mean the Director General of the Bureau, for the
time being holding that office and also his successor and shall include any
officer authorized by him.

‘Approved’ shall mean approved in writing including subsequent
confirmation of previous verbal approval and “Approval” shall mean approval
in writing including as aforesaid.

‘Tender’ means formal invitation by the Bureau to the prospective bidders to
offer fixed price for providing consultations.

‘Bid’ means the Consultant’s priced offer to the Bureau for the consultancy
services at the specified places in accordance with the provision of the
Contract, as accepted by the Letter of Acceptance.

‘Letter of Acceptance’ means the formal acceptance by the Bureau.

‘Commencement Date’ means the date upon which the Consultant receives
the notice to provide his consultancy services.
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Parties to the Contract

The parties to the contract shall be the Consultant, whose offer is accepted
by the Bureau; and the Bureau.

The person signing the offer or any other document forming the part of
Contract on behalf of other person shall be deemed to have due authority to
bind such person as the case may be, in all matters pertaining to the
Contract. If it is found that the person concerned has no such authority, the
Bureau may, without prejudice to any other Civil/Criminal remedies,
terminate the Contract and hold the signatory liable for all costs and
damages for such termination.

Contract Documents

The several Contract documents forming the Contract shall be taken as
mutually explained to one party by the other, but in case of ambiguities or
discrepancies the same shall be explained and harmonized by the Competent
Authority of the Bureau who shall issue to the Consultant necessary
instruction thereon and in such event unless otherwise provided in the
Contract the priority of the documents forming the contract shall be as
follows:

The Agreement (Schedule - 4)

Minutes of pre-bid meeting, clarifications

The Conditions of Contract

Tender Notice and Tender Document

Letter of Acceptance

Any other correspondence exchanged between the parties in connection
with the contract.

The Consultant’s Offer

Type of Services to be provided
The following types of services shall be provided by the Consultant:

The consultant shall function in the clinic in the BIS premises from 1400 H to
1700 H on all working days.

Premises for clinic shall be provided by Bureau along with the required
furniture and other minor equipment of day to day use.

The appointed Consultant shall provide treatment to the employees of BIS
HQs only and no outsider will be allowed for his/her consultation in the BIS
premises.

The Consultant shall maintain a register with respect to medicine
issued/provided by BIS.

The Consultant shall not be entitled to any leave. The leave shall be
considered absence from duty and payment shall be deducted on
proportionate basis.

The Consultant shall not engage any sub-Consultant or transfer the contract
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to any other person during the currency of the contract.

Payments Terms

The payment towards the services will be made keeping in view the
satisfactory performance.

Bills under this contract shall be prepared in duplicate by the Consultant. The
payment of bills and other claims arising out of the contract will be made by
Account Payee Cheque drawn in the name of the Consultant/directly in Bank
Account of the Consultant. The payment will be subject to the provisions of
the Income Tax Act, 1961 i.e., Tax will be deducted at source with
Cess/Surcharge, at the prevailing rates, from the gross amount of each bill
submitted.

The Bureau reserves the rights to retain and set off against any sum which
may be from time to time due to the Consultant under any claim, which the
Bureau may have under this or any other Contract/Agreement.
Termination/Suspension of Contract

The Bureau shall be at liberty at any time to suspend temporarily this
contract on giving 24 hours’ notice in writing to the Consultant for breach of
any of the terms and conditions of this Contract, insufficient service or
misconduct of the Consultant as to which the decision of the Bureau shall be
final and the Consultant shall not be entitled to any compensation by reason
thereof.

An event of default on the part of the Consultant, which results from the
Consultant being unable to fulfill its Service obligations under the Contract,
shall be deemed as a serious default, and is said to have occurred due to any
of the following causes:

In the opinion of the Bureau, the Consultant has repudiated the Contract,
Without reasonable excuse has failed to render Services in accordance with
this Contract;

Despite previous warning from the Bureau, in writing, or otherwise
persistently or flagrantly neglecting to comply with any of its obligations
under the Contract;

The Consultant, in the judgment of the Bureau, has engaged in corrupt or
fraudulent practices in competing for or in carrying out the Services under

the Contract.

Termination by the Bureau

It shall also be lawful for the Bureau to terminate the Agreement at any time
without assigning any reason and without being liable for loss or damage
which the Consultant may suffer by reason of such termination, by giving the
Consultant 15 days’ notice in writing by the Bureau for such termination. Any
such termination shall be without prejudice to any other right of the Bureau
under the Contract.
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Consultant’s right to terminate

If the Consultant decides to terminate the contract before the end of
contract period, the Consultant has to give an advance intimation of 30 days.
If the Consultant terminates the agreement without prior notice of 30 days,
then the entire performance security deposit will be forfeited.

Performance Security

To ensure due performance of the contract, an interest-free Performance
Security, as defined in Schedule -2, shall have to be deposited by the
Consultant in the form of an Account payee Demand Draft in favour of
‘Bureau of Indian Standards’ payable at ‘New Delhi’.

Performance Security will remain valid for a period of sixty days beyond the
date of completion of all contractual obligations.

Any amount due/recoverable from the Consultant under the terms of this
Contract or any other account, may be deducted from the amount of Security
Deposit. In case, the amount of Security Deposit is reduced by reason of any
such deduction, the Consultant shall, within fifteen (15) days of receipt of
notice of demand from the Bureau, make good the deficit.

If during the term of this Contract, the Consultant is in default of the due and
faithful performance of its obligations under this Contract, or any other
outstanding dues by the way of fines, penalties and recovery of any other
amounts due from the Consultant, the Bureau shall, without prejudice to its
other rights and remedies hereunder or at the Applicable Law, be entitled to
call in, retain and appropriate the Performance Security.

Nothing herein mentioned shall debar the Bureau from recovering from
Consultant by a suit or any other means any such losses, damages, costs,
charges and expenses as aforesaid, in case the same shall exceed the amount
of the Performance Security.

The Performance Security shall be retained until all disputes, if any, between
both the parties have been settled to the entire satisfaction of the Bureau.
The Performance Security shall be returned to the Consultant by the Bureau
within sixty days following the Completion Date or Termination Date of this
Contract provided that there are no outstanding claims of the Bureau on the
Consultant.

Disputes & Arbitration

The Bureau and the Consultant shall make every effort to resolve amicably by
direct informal negotiation, any disagreement or dispute arising between
them under or in connection with the contract.

If a dispute(s) of any kind whatsoever that cannot be resolved the same shall
be referred to the Arbitrator, appointed by the Bureau. The provisions of the
Indian Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 shall apply.

Mode of serving Notice

Communications between Parties which are referred to in the Contract are
effective only when in writing. A notice shall be effective only when it is
delivered (in terms of Indian Contract Act).

All notices shall be issued by the authorized officer of the Bureau unless
otherwise provided in the Contract. In case, the notice is sent by registered
post to the last known place or abode or business of the Consultant, it shall
be deemed to have been served on the date when in the ordinary course of
post these would have been served on or delivered to it.
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Publicity

Any publicity by the Consultant in which the name of the Bureau is to be
used, should be done only with the explicit written permission of the Bureau.
Governing language

Governing language for the entire contract and communication thereof shall
be English/Hindi only.

Law

The contract shall be governed and interpreted under Indian Laws.

Legal Jurisdiction

No suit or other proceedings relating to performance or breach of Contract
shall be filed or taken by the Consultant in any Court of law except the
competent Courts having jurisdiction within the local limits of Delhi only.
Stamp duty

The Consultant shall bear and pay any stamp duty and registration charges in
respect of the Contract.
