1. Issue of Tender Document:

1.1 The Tender document will be available during the period indicated in the Critical Datasheet, during
the office hours.

1.2 Tender documents can be downloaded from the BIS web site http://bis.gov.in (for reference
only) and the CPPP website as per the schedule given in the CRITICAL DATE SHEET.

1.3 Intending tenderers are advised to visit the BIS website and the CPPP website again at least
3 days prior to the last date of submission of tender for any corrigendum / addendum/ amendment.

1.4 The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its Bid. The
Bureau shall, in no case, be responsible or liable for these costs, regardless of the conduct or the
outcome of the Bidding process.

2. Language of Bid/Contract:

The language of the Bid shall be in English and all correspondence, etc. shall be in English language. In
case of difference in interpretation of language, the English version shall prevail.

3. Clarification on Tender Document

9.2.3 All pages and pasted slips should be signed by the Bidder and no page shall be added or
removed from the set of Bid Document.

12.  Opening of Bid

After opening of Technical bid and verifying the EMD amount, the technical bids shall be evaluated later
on to ensure that the bidders meet the eligibility criteria as specified in the tender document.

13.  Short-listing of Bidders

The Bureau will short-list technically qualifying Bidders and Financial Bids of only those Bidders, who
qualify in technical bids, will be opened at a date and time which will be intimated later.
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14. Opening of Financial Bids

The Bureau shall open Envelope No.2 (Financial Bid), on notified date, and the rates quoted by
the bidder in price schedule shall then be read out. The work will be awarded to the lowest (L-1)
bidder. In case of failure to execute the contract by the lowest bidder, the contract will be
offered to the next lowest bidder (L-2) at the rates quoted by the L-2 bidder or a mutually agreed
negotiated rate.

15.  Acceptance of Bid

Acceptance of Bid shall be done by the Competent Authority of the Bureau. The Bureau is not
bound to accept the lowest or any Bid. The Bureau reserves the right to reject any or all Bids
received without assigning any reason whatsoever. The acceptance of Bid will be communicated
to the successful Bidder in writing by the authorized officer of the Bureau.

16. Process to be Confidential

Information relating to the examination, evaluation and comparison of Bids and the award of a
Contract shall not be disclosed to Bidders or any other person not officially concerned with such
process until the award to the successful Bidder has been announced.

17. Blacklisted bidder

The bidder should not have been blacklisted by the Deptts/Ministries of the Govt. of India/State
Govt./PSUs Declaration has to be submitted in the specified format given at Annexure-1X.

18. Right of Acceptance

The Bureau of Indian Standards reserves all rights to reject any or all tenders without assigning any
reason.

18.1  The successful bidder shall enter in to a contract with Bureau and the authorized signatory
shall execute and sign the contract agreement as given at Annexure-VI before commencement of
service.

19.  Performance Security

3. To ensure due performance of the Contract, Performance Security deposit: Rs. 15,000.00

20.1 The successful Bidder after deposit of Performance Security, is required to execute an
Agreement in duplicate in the form attached with the Bid Documents on a stamp paper of proper
value. The proper value at present is Rs.100/-. The Agreement should be signed within 21 days
from the date of acceptance of the Bid. The Contract will be governed by the Agreement, the
Conditions of the Contract (CoC) and other documents as specified in the CoC.

20.2 It shall be incumbent on the successful Bidder to pay stamp duty, legal and statutory
charges for the Agreement, as applicable on the date of the execution.

21. Rights of the Bureau

21.1 The Bureau reserves the right to suitably enhance/reduce the scope of work put to this
Bid or cancel the entire Tender Process.

21.2 In case of any ambiguity in the interpretation of any of the clauses in Tender Document
or the conditions of the Contract, interpretation of the clauses by the Bureau shall be final and
binding on all Parties. Bureau has right to negotiate with L1 bidder. In case L1 bidder is not
interested negotiation will be had with L2 bidder. The bidder will be qualified separtately for
two categories ( water / liquid samples and sample other than water samples) based on
Maximum number of L1 values in each category.

1. The bidder may be a proprietary firm, partnership firm, Limited Company, Corporate body
legally constituted, who possess the required licenses, registrations etc as per law valid at
least for 12 months from the date of the opening of tender.

b. The person signing the offer or any other document forming the part of contract on
behalf of other persons of a firm shall be deemed to have due authority to bind such
person/s or the firm as the case may be, in all matters pertaining to the Contract. If it is
found that the person concerned has no such authority, the Bureau may, without prejudice
to any other Civil/Criminal remedies, terminate the Contract and hold the signatory and /
or the firm liable for all costs and damages for such termination.

2. Performance security

a. To ensure due performance of the contract, an interest-free Performance Security
Deposit of Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty Five Thousand only), will be obtained from the
successful bidder. Performance Security shall be deposited through Demand Draft in
favour of ‘Bureau of Indian Standards’ payable at Kochi.

3. Contract documents (which shall form part of the contract)

The several Contract documents forming the Contract shall be taken as mutually
explained to one party by the other, but in case of ambiguities or discrepancies the same
shall be explained and harmonized by the Competent Authority of the Bureau who shall
issue to the Contractor necessary instruction thereon and in such event unless otherwise
provided in the Contract the priority of the documents forming the contract shall be as
follows:

a. The Agreement

b. The Conditions of Contract

c. Tender Notice and Tender Document

d. Letter of Acceptance.

e.  Any other correspondence exchanged between the parties in connection
with the contract.

f.  The Contractor’s Offer

g. Validity of the contract: Initially, the contract will be awarded for a period
of one year. However, the contract will be renewed for further period of
two years, one year at a time, subject to the satisfactory services of the
contractor on the mutual consent of both the parties with same terms and
conditions and rate.

h. Amendment to contract will be made suitably according to the
developments if required.
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4. Payment Terms:

a. The billing will be done on monthly basis; Bill should be neatly typed and
submitted in duplicate, in connection with the service to this office in the 1st week of the
following month. The payment of bills and other claims arising out of the contract will be
made only through NEFT in the name of the Contractor/credited directly in Bank
Account of the Contractor. The payment will be subject to the provisions of the Income
Tax Act, 1961 i.e., Tax will be deducted at source with cess/surcharge, at the prevailing
rates, from the gross amount of each bill submitted. Applicable GST is to be charged
while raising payment.

b. The Bureau reserves the rights to retain and set off against any sum of amount
which may be from time to time due to the Contractor under any claim until final
settlement.

C. Payment will be made as per the quoted rate on number of days used per month
and no revision will be allowed during the contract period despite any other development.

5. Imposition of fines /penalty clause. (For deficiency in services)

a. If the Contractor fails to deliver or does not perform the Services within the time
period specified in the Contract, for the reasons beyond his control, the Bureau shall,
without prejudice to its other remedies under the Contract, deduct from the Contract
price, as liquidated damages.

b. The decision of BIS, on all types of penalties, shall be final and binding on the
firm. Once the penalty amount is reached equivalent to the amount of Performance
Security, the Bureau may consider termination of the Contract.

6. Indemnity

a. The contractor shall indemnify and keep indemnified the Bureau against all losses
and claims for injuries or damage to any person or any property whatsoever which may
arise out of or in consequence of the Contract and against all claims, demands,
proceedings, damages, costs, charges and expenses whatsoever in respect of or in relation
thereto under the provisions of various laws as amended from time to time.

b. The contractor shall indemnify, protect and save the Bureau against all claims,
losses, costs damages, expenses, action suits and other proceeding, resulting from
infringement of any patent, trademarks, copyrights etc. or such other statutory/ regularity
infringements.

7. Insurance

The contractor shall ensure adequate insurance for the goods transported by them.

8. Termination / Suspension of Contract

I. The Bureau shall be at liberty at any time to suspend temporarily this Contract on

change or compensation by reason thereof. giving 24 hours notice in writing the
Contractor for breach of any of the terms and conditions of this Contract for insufficient
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service or misconduct of the Contractor as to which the decision of the Bureau shall be
final and the Contractor shall not be entitled to any claim.

ii. An event of default on the part of the Contractor, which results from the
Contractor being unable to fulfill its Service obligations under the Contract, shall be
deemed as a serious default, and is said to have occurred due to any of the following
causes:

iii.  Inthe opinion of the Bureau, the Contractor has repudiated the Contract,
iv.  Without reasonable excuse has failed to commence supply of Services in
accordance with this Contract, or failed to provide Services within the time stipulated for
completion
a. Despite previous warning from the Bureau, in writing, or otherwise
persistently or flagrantly neglecting to comply with any of its obligations
under the Contract;

b. Serious discrepancy in the quality of the services is noticed during the
inspection.

c. If the Contractor is in breach of any law or statute governing the supply of
Services;

d. The Contractor, in the judgment of the Bureau, has engaged in corrupt or
fraudulent practices in competing for or in carrying out the Services under the
Contract.

e. The Contractor enters into voluntary or involuntary bankruptcy, or liquidation;

f. The Contractor becomes insolvent;

g. A receiver, administrator, trustee or liquidator is appointed over any
substantial part of its assets;

. Any act is done or event occurs with respect to the Contractor or its assets,
which, under any applicable law has substantially similar effect to any of the
foregoing acts or events.

9. Termination by the Bureau

It shall also be lawful for the Bureau to terminate the Agreement at any time without
assigning any reason and without being liable for loss or damage which the Contractor
may suffer by reason of such termination, by giving the Contractor 30 days notice in
writing by the Bureau for such termination. Any such termination shall be without
prejudice to any other right of the Bureau under the Contract.

10. Contractor’s right to terminate

a. If the Contractor decides to terminate the contract before the end of contract period,
the Contractor has to give an advance intimation of at least 60 days.

b. If the Contractor terminates the agreement without prior notice of 60 days, then the
entire Performance Security deposit will be forfeited.
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11. Force Majeure Clause:

If at any time during the continuance of this Contract, the performance in whole or in part
by either party of any obligation under this contract shall be prevented or delayed by the
reasons of any war, hostility, acts of the public enemy, epidemics, civil commotion,
sabotage, fires, floods, explosion, quarantine restrictions, strikes, lockouts or act of God
(hereinafter referred to as such acts) provided notice of happening of such event is given
by one party to the other within 21 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party
shall be by reasons of such event, be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either
party have any claim for damages against the other in respect of such non-performance or
the delay in performance, and deliveries under the contract shall be resumed as soon as
practicable after such event has come to an end or ceased to exist, and the decision of the
Head of BIS Kochi Branch Office, of the Bureau as to whether the deliveries have been
so resumed or not, shall be final and conclusive, PROVIDED FURTHER that if the
performance in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed
by reason of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days, either party may at its option
terminate the contract provided also that the Bureau shall be at liberty to take over from
the Contractor at a price to be fixed by Head of BIS Kochi Branch Office, Kochi, which
shall be final, all unused, undamaged and accepted material, bought out components and

12. Corrupt or Fraudulent Practices

of the benefits of the free and open competition.

d. The Bureau shall reject a proposal for award, if it determines that the Bidder
recommended for award has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing
for the Contract in question; The Bureau shall deem a firm ineligible, either
indefinitely or for a stated period of time, to be awarded a contract if it at anytime
determines that the firm has engaged in corrupt and fraudulent practices in competing
for, or in executing, a contract.

13. Confidentiality
The contractor shall not divulge or disclose proprietary knowledge obtained while
delivering services under this contract to any person, without the prior written consent of

the Bureau.
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14. Publicity

Any publicity by the contractor in which the name of the Bureau is to be used, should be
done only with the explicit written permission of the Bureau.

15. Disputes & Arbitration
