1 Issue of Tender Document:

1.1 The Tender document will be available during the period indicated in the Critical Datasheet.

1.2 Tender documents can be downloaded from the BIS web site http://bis.gov.in (for reference only) and the CPPP website
https://eprocure.gov.in/eprocure/app as per the schedule as given in the CRITICAL DATE SHEET.

1.3 Intending tenderers are advised to visit the BIS website and the CPPP website again at least 3 days prior to the last date of
submission of tender for any corrigendum / addendum/ amendment.

1.4 The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its Bid. The Bureau shall, in no case, be
responsible or liable for these costs, regardless of the conduct or the outcome of the Bidding process.

2  Language of Bid/Contract: The language of the Bid shall be in English/Hindi and all correspondence, etc. shall be in English/Hindi
language. In case of difference in interpretation of language, the English version shall prevail.

3 (Clarification on Tender Document

3.1 No alterations and additions anywhere in the Bid Document are permitted. If any of these is found, Bid may be summarily
rejected.

4 Validity of Bids:
The tender will be valid for a period of 90 days from the date of opening of tender.
5. Earnest Money/ Bid Security:

The Bidder shall deposit an interest free amount of Rs. 30000/- (Rupees Thirty Thousand only) towards the Earnest Money Deposit
(EMD). The Earnest money shall be deposited only in the form of Demand Draft or Pay order in favour of Bureau of Indian
Standards, payable at Bangalore. However, deposit of EMD is exempted for Micro and Small Enterprises (MSEs) or are registered
with the NSIC is exempted from the payment of EMD and in such cases, a copy of the exemption certificate to be furnished.

7 Contents of Bid Document

8 Last Date for Submission

Bids shall be received as per schedule specified in Section 1 (Notice Inviting Tender) not later than the time and date specified in the
Critical Date Sheet. System will not allow the bidders to submit the bid after the specified date and time.

9 Modification and Withdrawal of Offer

Bidder can modify the bid online before bid submission date and time. Once bid is withdrawn by bidder then he will not be able to
submit the bid again.

10 Opening of Bid

Bids will be opened as per date/time as mentioned in the Critical Date Sheet. Bidders can participate in the bid opening process
online at the scheduled time by logging in to the CPPP portal.

11. Parties to the contract

11.1 The parties to the contract are the contractor (the tenderer to whom the work has been awarded) and the Bureau of Indian
Standards (BIS), Bangalore

11.2 The person signing the offer or any other document forming the part of contract on behalf of other persons of a firm
shall be deemed to have due authority to bind such person/s or the firm as the case may be, in all matters pertaining to
the Contract. If it is found that the person concerned has no such authority, the Bureau may, without prejudice to any other
Civil/Criminal remedies, terminate the Contract and hold the signatory and / or the firm liable for all costs and damages for
such termination.

12. Contract documents (which shall form part of the contract)

The several Contract documents forming the Contract shall be taken as mutually explained to one party by the other,
but in case of ambiguities or discrepancies the same shall be explained and harmonized by the Competent Authority of
the Bureau who shall issue to the Contractor necessary instruction thereon and in such event unless otherwise
provided in the Contract the priority of the documents forming the contract shall be as follows:

a. The Agreement

b. The Conditions of Contract

c. Tender Notice and Tender Document

d. Letter of Acceptance.

e. Any other correspondence exchanged between the parties in connection with the contract.

f. The Contractor’s Offer

g. Validity of the contract: Initially, the contract will be awarded for a period of one year. However, the contract will be
renewed for further period of one year subject to the satisfactory services of the contractor on the mutual consent of both
the parties with same terms and conditions and rate.

h. Amendment to contract will be made suitably according to the developments if required.

13. Obligations of the Contractor

a. The essence of the casual basis contract is that, the contractor shall provide the car/vehicle on Regular/casual basis
irrespective of holidays.

b. BIS shall not be liable for any loss, damages and contravention and violation of Motor Vehicles Act.
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c. The contractor shall abide by all statutory requirements for running the vehicle on contract and BIS will in no way
be liable towards taxes, fee, penalties and salary for drivers, maintenance of vehicle or any other charges payable.

d. In case for any reason, the commercial vehicle is not provided, the liability of not providing such vehicle and
running any other vehicle vests with the contractor only.

e. The contractor shall be available as and when required on his own direct telephone & mobile No. (office as well as
residence) for taking booking of vehicle / car on all time and also in emergent cases.

f. Each vehicle shall have two stickers (pasted on the front and rear side of the car) ‘On duty of Bureau of Indian
Standards’.

g. The Bureau shall not in any manner be liable for all statutory liabilities (such as ESI & EPF including
wages/salaries as applicablea nd shall be paid by the contractor only.

h. The contractor shall cover its personnel for personal accident and death while performing the duty and the Bureau shall
own no liability and obligation in this regard.

i. The Contractor shall exercise adequate supervision to ensure satisfactory performance of services in BIS.

j. The personnel of the Contractor shall not be the personnel of the Bureau and they shall not claim any salary or
allowances, compensation, damages or anything arising out of their deployment/duty under this contract. The
Contractor shall make them known about this position in writing before deployment under this agreement.

k. The Contractor shall also provide all benefits statutory or otherwise to its personnel and the Bureau shall not have
any liability whatsoever on this account. The Contractor shall also abide by and comply with the Labour Laws,
Workmen Compensation Act, EPF Laws, ESIC Laws, Income tax and Minimum Wages Laws, Contractor Labour
(Regulations Abolition Act) or any other law in force.

. All necessary reports and other information shall be provided by the contractor immediately as
14. Obligation of the Bureau, if any

Toll Charges and parking charges shall be paid as per actual on production of authenticated receipts. At any cost, the driver
shall not ask the Bureau officers /passengers to pay the Toll Charges/Parking Charges at any places.
15. Payment Terms:

a. The billing will be done on monthly basis; Bill should be neatly typed and submitted in duplicate, in connection with
the service to this office in the first week of the following month. The payment of bills and other claims arising out
of the contract will be made only through NEFT in the name of the Contractor/credited directly in Bank Account
of the Contractor. The payment will be subject to the provisions of the Income Tax Act, 1961 i.e., Tax will be
deducted at source with cess/surcharge, at the prevailing rates, from the gross amount of each bill submitted.

b. The Bureau reserves the rights to retain and set off against any sum of amount which may be from time to time
due to the Contractor under any claim until final settlement.

c. Payment will be made as per the quoted and agreed rate on actual use of hired vehicle based on the original trip sheet
duly signed by BIS Official and no revision will be allowed during the contract period despite hike in fuel price or any
other development at any cost.

d. Payment calculation will be made based on the duty slip signed by the user which shall indicate the opening and closing
meter reading and time.

16. Imposition of fines /penalty clause. (For deficiency in services)
a. |If the Contractor fails to deliver or does not perform the Services within the time period specified in the

Contract, for the reasons beyond his control, the Bureau shall, without prejudice to its other remedies
under the Contract, deduct from the Contract price, as liquidated damages.

b. The decision of BIS, on all types of penalties, shall be final and binding on the firm. Once the penalty
amount is reached equivalent to the amount of Performance Security, the Bureau may consider termination
of the Contract.
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17. Indemnity :

a. The contractor shall indemnify and keep indemnified the Bureau against all losses and claims for injuries or
damage to any person or any property whatsoever which may arise out of or in consequence of the Contract and
against all claims, demands, proceedings, damages, costs, charges and expenses whatsoever in respect of or
in relation thereto under the provisions of various labour laws as amended from time to time.

b. The contractor shall indemnify, protect and save the Bureau against all claims, losses, costs damages,
expenses, action suits and other proceeding, resulting from infringement of any patent, trademarks, copyrights
etc. or such other statutory infringements.

18. Termination / Suspension of Contract

a. The Bureau shall be at liberty at any time to suspend temporarily this contract by giving 24 hours notice in
writing to the contractor for breach of any of the terms and conditions of this contract for insufficient service
or misconduct of the contractor as to which the decision of the bureau shall be final and the contractor shall not
be entitled to any claim.

b. An event of default on the part of the contractor, which results from the contractor being  unable to fulfill its
service obligations under the contract, shall be deemed as a serious default, and is said to have occurred due to
any of the following causes and ,in the opinion of the Bureau, the contractor has repudiated the contract

i Without reasonable excuse has failed to commence supply of services in accordance with this contract, or
failed to provide services within the time stipulated for completion. despite previous warning from the
B ureau, in writing, or otherwise persistently or flagrantly neglecting to comply with any of its obligations
under the contract;

ii. Serious discrepancy in the quality of the services is noticed during the inspection.

iii. If the Contractor is in breach of any law or statute governing the supply of Services;

iv. The Contractor, in the judgment of the Bureau, has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing
for or in carrying out the Services under the Contract.

V. The Contractor enters into voluntary or involuntary bankruptcy, or liquidation;

vi. The Contractor becomes insolvent;

vii. A receiver, administrator, trustee or liquidator is appointed over any substantial part of its assets;
viii. Any act is done or event occurs with respect to the Contractor or its assets, which, under any applicable law

has substantially similar effect to any of the foregoing acts or events.
19. Termination by the Bureau

It shall also be lawful for the Bureau to terminate the Agreement at any time without assigning any reason
and without being liable for loss or damage which the Contractor may suffer by reason of such termination,
by giving the Contractor 30 days notice in writing by the Bureau for such termination. Any such termination
shall be without prejudice to any other right of the Bureau under the Contract.

20. Contractor’s right to terminate

If the Contractor decides to terminate the contract before the end of contract period, the Contractor has to give an
advance intimation of at least 60 days. If the Contractor terminates the agreement without prior notice of 60 days,
then the entire Performance Security deposit will be forfeited.

21. Force Majeure Clause:

If at any time during the continuance of this Contract, the performance in whole or in part by either party of any
obligation under this contract shall be prevented or delayed by the reasons of any war, hostility, acts of the public
enemy, epidemics, civil commotion, sabotage, fires, floods, explosion, quarantine restrictions, strikes, lockouts or
act of God (hereinafter referred to as such acts) provided notice of happening of such event is given by one party
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to the other within 21 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall be by reasons of such
event, be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages against the other
in respect of such non-performance or the delay in performance, and deliveries under the contract shall be
resumed as soon as practicable after such event has come to an end or ceased to exist, and the decision of the Head,
BIS, Bengaluru Branch Office as to whether the deliveries have been so resumed or not, shall be final and
conclusive, PROVIDED FURTHER that if the performance in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is
prevented or delayed by reason of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days, either party may at its option
terminate the contract provided also that the Bureau shall be at liberty to take over from the Contractor at a price
to be fixed by Head, BIS, Bengaluru Branch Office , which shall be final, all unused, undamaged and accepted
material, bought out components and stores in course of manufacture in the possession of the contractor at the
time of such termination or such portion thereof as the Bureau may deem fit excepting such materials, bought out
components and stores as the contractor may with the concurrence of the Bureau elect to retain.

22. Corrupt or Fraudulent Practices

The Bureau requires that the Bidders under this Bid observe the highest standards of ethics during the procurement
and execution of such Contracts. Accordingly, the Bureau defines the terms set forth as follows:

a) “corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of anything of value to influence
the action of the public official in the hiring process or in contract execution; and

b) “fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a hiring process or a execution
of a contract to the detriment of the Bureau, and includes collusive practice among Bidders (prior to or after Bid
submission) designed to establish Contract Prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive the Bureau of
the benefits of the free and open competition.

c) The Bureau shall reject a proposal for award, if it determines that the Bidder recommended for award has
engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the Contract in question; The Bureau shall deem a
firm ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time, to be awarded a contract if it at anytime
determines that the firm has engaged in corrupt and fraudulent practices in competing for, or in executing, a
contract.

23. Confidentiality

The contractor shall not divulge or disclose proprietary knowledge obtained while delivering services under this
contract to any person, without the prior written consent of the Bureau.

24. Publicity

Any publicity by the contractor in which the name of the Bureau is to be used, shall be done only with the
explicit written permission of the Bureau.

25. Disputes & Arbitration
a) The Bureau and the contractor shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation, any
disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in connection with the contract.

b) If a dispute(s) of any kind whatsoever that cannot be resolved the same shall be referred to the Arbitrator,
appointed by the Head, BIS, Bengaluru Branch office. The provisions of the Indian Arbitration and Conciliation
Act, 1996 shall apply.

26. Mode of serving Notice

a. Communications between Parties which are referred to in the Contract are effective only when in writing. A
notice shall be effective only when it is delivered (in terms of Indian Contract Act).

b. All notices shall be issued by the authorized officer of the Bureau unless otherwise provided in the contract. In
case, the notice is sent by registered post to the last known place or abode or business of the contractor, it shall be
deemed to have been served on the date when in the ordinary course of post these would have been served
on or delivered to it.
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27. Governing language

Governing language for the entire contract and communication thereof shall be English/Hindi only. In case of
difference in interpretation of language, the English version shall prevail.
28. Law

The contract shall be governed and interpreted under Indian Laws.
29. Legal Jurisdiction

No suit or other proceedings relating to performance or breach of contract shall be filed or taken by the contractor
in any Court of law except the competent Courts having jurisdiction within the local limits of Bangalore only.

30. Stamp Duty
The Contractor shall bear and pay any stamp duty and registration chargesin respect of the Contract.
31. Other Important Points to be noted by the Bidder
i. The bidder is expected to work out his rates keeping in view the prevalent rates in the market.

ii. Initially, the Contract shall be valid for Two years which can be extended for further One year with same rates and Terms &
Conditions subject to mutual consent between the Bureau and Contractor and satisfactory performance by the contractor

SCOPE OF THE WORK

2. (i) The firm shall be registered with the concerned Authority and shall furnish a copy of registration certificate in support
thereof for the scope of the Tender.

(ii) The firm shall have minimum three years of experience of working. Satisfactory service certificates from existing/past
employers shall be enclosed in this regard.

(iii) Income Tax Returns for the last 3 years shall also be provided by the firm.

3. (i) Cars/Taxis to be provided by the contractor should not be more than seven years old and in perfectly sound working
condition i.e. suitable for use by senior officials of BIS. The firm shall specify the numbers of such vehicles enclosing copies
of their RC.

(ii)  The firm should have adequate number of carsto be provided as taxi. A backup of minimum of 5 ( five) cars should also
be ensured by the firm.

(iii)  Firm should have adequate number of drivers having familiarity/experience of driving in Bangalore, Karnataka and
surrounding states.

4. Only such Taxi Operators may apply whose Cars /Taxis have been duly authorized by  the concerned RTA for use as
public transport and who have telephone connections available at their Premises/Garage/Stands in Bangalore Municipal
limits from where such taxis are to be operated and can be requisitioned by the BIS, Bengaluru Branch Office,

i.The firm shall ensure that the drivers employed hold valid driving license, are well behaved, reasonably educated, having
communication skill in local/Hindi/English, conversant with traffic rules/regulations and city roads/routes as well as
security instructions.
