promote standards.

e Mr. Metzger had fruitful deliberations with Indian standards
community to address needs and expectations of the community,
members representing India in IEC Governance bodies.
Representatives of relevant Industry associations discussed the
significance of IEC from Indian perspectives, and prospects for

further collaborations between BIS and IEC.
