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Jewellery — Consumer Confidence in the Diamond
Industry (1ISO 18323 : 2015, MOD)

This Indian Standard has been developed to protect consumers and
strengthen trust in the diamond and jewellery market. Its primary objective is
to ensure that buyers clearly understand the nature and origin of the
diamonds they purchase, particularly in today’s market where laboratory-
grown diamonds are increasingly available alongside natural diamonds.

It lays down clear, simple, and uniform rules for the description, labelling,
and advertising of diamonds and diamond-like products. It explains the
distinctions between natural diamonds, laboratory-grown diamonds, treated
diamonds, composite stones, and imitation diamonds, so that consumers are
not misled. A key requirement is that the word “diamond,” when used
without any qualification, may refer only to a natural diamond. Any
laboratory-grown or treated diamond must be disclosed clearly and described
using accurate and unambiguous terminology.

To prevent confusion and deceptive practices, the standard strictly prohibits
the use of misleading words, abbreviations, or promotional phrases such as
“lab diamond”, “fake diamond” or the use of terms like “natural” for
laboratory-grown products. It also requires full disclosure of any treatments
applied to diamonds, including processes such as colour enhancement,
fracture filling, or other modifications.

Overall, It empowers consumers to make informed purchasing decisions,
promotes transparency and honesty in trade, and encourages fair and ethical
practices across the jewellery industry.
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
