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Video and Digital Games — Age-Rating and Content Descriptor Labels
— Specification

This Indian Standard specifies the requirements for age-rating and content descriptor
labeling of video and digital games, with the objective of enabling informed consumer
choice and promoting a safe and transparent gaming environment. It has been
developed in response to the growing popularity and diversity of digital games, and the
need to guide consumers—especially parents and guardians—in assessing the suitability
of game content for different age groups.

It establishes a structured framework for classifying games based on their content,
introducing clearly defined age-rating categories ranging from universal suitability to
adult-only content. It also provides detailed content descriptors covering aspects such as
violence, language, nudity, sexual content, substance abuse, gambling, and in-game
purchases, ensuring that users are aware of specific elements influencing the rating.

Further, it outlines comprehensive requirements for labeling and consumer information,
including guidelines on the legibility, size, placement, colour, and format of labels
across physical packaging and digital platforms. Provisions are also included for
maintaining label integrity and adapting labels for varying display sizes in digital
environments.

Overall, this enhances transparency, accountability, and consistency in the gaming
industry, supporting responsible content dissemination while safeguarding user interests
and promoting informed decision-making.
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
