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Participation in Technical Textiles Conclave 2026 on “Innovating Textiles for a Smarter
Tomorrow” organized by ITTA and SGCCI

A Technical Textiles Conclave 2026 on the theme ‘Innovating Textiles for a Smarter
Tomorrow’ was jointly organized by ITTA and SGCCI on 15 May 2026 at Surat. The conclave
was attended by various industry representatives, policymakers, academia, and other
stakeholders to deliberate on developments and opportunities in the technical textiles sector.

The presentation covered the
current status of standardization activities under the Textile Division Council, including
standards developed across various sectors like Agrotech, Geotech, Medtech, Protech,
Packtech, Mobiltech and other technical textile sectors. He also highlighted various initiatives
undertaken by BIS to strengthen standardization activities, including digitization of
standardization processes, establishment of standardization cells, engagement of interns, and
commissioning of R&D projects. He further apprised the participants of the status of Quality
Control Orders (QCOs), mentioning that currently QCOs have been issued for 90 textiles
products. He also emphasized the significant role of QCOs in enhancing product quality,
ensuring safety, promoting innovation, and improving the global competitiveness of India’s
technical textiles sector. The concerns and issues raised by various stakeholders during the
interaction were also addressed.
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
